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In the late 1770s Nicolas-Joseph Cugnot, a French engineer, built a car that ran on
steam.

Towards the end of the 19th century Germany became the center of car-making.
Nikolaus Otto, Gottlieb Daimler and Karl Benz began building gasoline-driven ehgi_nes.

Automobile production in the USA began in the 1890s. If was Henry Ford who started
pi'oducing cars on an assembly line. Workers do only one task and car parts pass on a
conveyer belt. By 1927 the Ford Motor Company had producéd over 15 million of them.

Car production had slowed down during the two world wars. After the waré, car
makers began adding new features to cars: Power steering, power brakes and
automatic controls. More and more big cars were prodﬁced_ in the 1950s and 1960s.
